¢ Inthe case of 2-year nominations, departments are required to supplement the Turner support with
other departmental funding for a minimum of one year in the form of a TA, GA or RA appointment.
e Recipients must be registered for full-time study by day 15 of each semester in order to maintain
eligibility.
