Additionally,
this course will focus on the varieties of people across Europe, Africa, and the Americas and how
their interactions created something new and unexpected. This course will progress from general
themes to more specific topics, addressing the major colonial regions in the seventeenth century
and then the larger world in which they developed to the eighteenth century.
